In
the next few chapters, you will be immersed in
a world that may not be so well-known tourist
attractions, but rather epic and hidden gems of
Switzerland.

Switzerland is world famous for its tourist

1. Abbey library of Saint Gall,
St. Gallen

The Abbey Library is one of the oldest, most beautiful,
and important libraries in the world. Its valuable
stock of books reveals the development of European
culture and documents the cultural achievements

of the St. Gall monastery from the 8" century to

the dissolution of the Abbey in 1805. Numerous
fundamental works of European intellectual history
are preserved here in the best tradition. The heart

of the collection is the corpus of early medieval
manuscripts from the 8" to 11" centuries, which were
largely created on site.

Today's library room was built between 1758 and
1767 under the direction of the Bregenzerwald master
builder Peter Thumb. The changing exhibitions

of valuable manuscripts and unique items give a
lasting impression of the St. Gall monastic culture.



The baroque hall of the abbey library surprises with
its rich rococo furnishings and is considered one

of the most beautiful in the country. The library,
which is still active today, holds around 170,000
books. The impressive collection of early medieval
original manuscripts makes this institution world
famous. Over 400 volumes are more than 1,000
years old. The abbey library is now an institution
of the Catholic denomination of the canton of St.
Gall. It sees itself as a modern scientific library with
a medieval orientation. The Abbey Library and

the exhibitions of the Abbey District of St. Gall are

among the leading museums in Switzerland and are
visited by over 150,000 guests every year. In 1983,

the Abbey Library, together with the entire Abbey
District of St. Gall, was included in the UNESCO World
Heritage List. In 2017, the written legacy of the St. Gall
monastery in the Abbey Library and Abbey Archive
was recognized as a world documentary heritage
("Memory of the World"). Their collections go back
almost uninterruptedly for more than 1300 years to
the time when the monastery was founded by Gallus
and Otmar. This means that the Abbey Library has
two of the most prestigious awards from UNESCO.

2. CERN, Geneva

The CERN research center was founded in 1954 and is
located at the border between France and Switzerland
near Geneva. CERN was one of the first joint
European projects and today has 23 mem-ber states.
It is one of the largest and most renowned centers for
research in physics in the world. Here researchers
search for the fundamental laws of the universe.
Further interesting fact is that the World Wide Web
was invented as part of a research project at the
large research facility CERN in Switzerland. In 1989,
the inventor scientist set up a hypertext system that
was originally only intend-ed to be used to exchange
research results among colleagues. The first website
in the world was therefore also that of CERN,
published on August 6, 1991, and can still be accessed
at info.cern.ch today. On April 30, 1993, CERN opened
the World Wide Web to the public for free.

CERN is accessible to the public audience, visitors

can see two exhibitions about the research center,
the research it-self and equipment and the world

of particles. Entrance to the visitor research center

is generally free and there are no age restrictions.

However, you must register. Some of the visit points,
such as the Large Hadron Collider (LHC) particle
accelerator, require a minimum age of 12.

3. Hammetschwand lift
and Buergenstock,
Lucerne/Nidwalden

The Hammetschwand lift on the Buergenstock is
Europe's highest open-air lift. At 153 meters high, it
is a spectacular technical object of Swiss monument
preservation - the Hammetschwand lift, which
connects the five-kilometer-long, artificial rock path
on the Buergenstock with the Hammetschwand
viewing platform. The lift is in the enclave of
Buergenstock in the canton of Lucerne, while the
viewing platform is in the neighboring canton of
Nidwalden.

Buergenstock on Lake Lucerne has been known since
the second half of the 19th century both as a posh
wellness town and as a popular holiday destination
for high society. Franz Josef Bucher-Durrer, a pioneer
in Swiss railway history and hotel operator, provided
the first attraction when he had the Felsenweg dug
into the north flank of Buergenstock between 1897
and 1902. The lift was built between 1903 and 1905
and leads from the end of the Felsenweg, the Kaenzeli,
up to the Hammetschwand with its incomparable
view of the lake and the surrounding area. The valley
station is around 916 meters above sea level, the
mountain station with the plateau at 1,114 meters.
The elevator overcomes a height difference of almost
153 meters, the height of the entire system up to the
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top of the tower is 164 meters. A ride
currently takes 50 seconds. Arriving
at the viewing platform on the
Hammetschwand, you can enjoy an
unrestricted, wonderful view over
Lake Lucerne, the Voralps and a

not inconsiderable part of the Alps.
Lamps attached to the tower make
the lift visible from afar in clear
weather from dusk.

4. Lake Toma, source of the
Rhine River, Grisons

The source of the Rhine River is in Switzerland: the
small, crystal-clear Lake Toma in the Cantone of
Grisons near the Oberalp Pass. Surrounded by high
mountain peaks, Lake Toma lies at 2,345 meters

above sea level at the foot of Piz Badus. It is fed by
twelve mountain streams and is not large: barely

350 meters long, 140 meters wide and only 10 meters
deep. A sweet, small mountain lake from which water
leisurely ripples into the depths... water that begins its
1,231-kilometer journey here and develops into one of
the most important rivers in Europe, the Rhine.

Lake Toma, in Rhaeto-Romanic Lai da Tuma, is
considered the source of the Rhine. Only here in

the west of Graubilinden near the Oberalp Pass can
the river, which flows through four countries, be
crossed with just one step. Starting from the Lai da
Tuma, the river bends its way through the limestone
cliffs and becomes the Vorderrhine, only to join the
Hinterrhine in Reichenau near Tamins and form the
Rhine. The now torrential stream flows through Lake
Constance, passes Basel, and crosses Germany and the
Netherlands until it finally flows into the North Sea in
Rotterdam.

To be mentioned, there is a lighthouse on the Oberalp
Pass, in the middle of the mountains! It is a symbol
for the source of the Rhine - because the original
lighthouse stands at the mouth of the Rhine near
Rotterdam on the North Sea. The source of the Rhine
and Lake Toma can only be reached by hiking. From
the Oberalp Pass, the source of the Rhine can be
reached on foot in about one and a half to two hours.
If you walk all the way around the lake, you can enjoy
the fascinating reflection of nature in the crystal clear
water from all sides.

5. Lavaux, Vineyard
Terraces, Vaud

Lavaux is a region in the canton of Vaud
in Switzerland, which consists of 830
hectares of terraced vineyards that stretch
for about 30 km along the south-facing
northern shores of Lake Geneva. The

steep terraces rise from the shore of the
lake and are covered with vines, which
have been grown here since 11th century
monks discovered the area had the perfect
combination of sun and soil. The Bishop of

Lausanne gave various lands the Cistercian Order in
the 12th century. The monks reclaimed the steep land
by creating artificial terraces for wine growing. Under
cantonal law, these vineyards are protected from
development. Since 2016, the vineyards here are not
treated with synthetic pesticides anymore. The vines
benefit from the sunlight reflected by the lake and

the heat that remains stored in the stone walls. Today,
Lavaux is a cultural landscape formed by generations

of wine growers. Many painters and poets have been
inspired by the picturesque wine villages and the
magnificent view across Lake Geneva to the Savoie
Mountain peaks.

As an international acknowledgement of the
uniqueness of this man-made landscape, the Lavaux
wine-growing area was inscribed as a UNESCO World
Cultural Heritage Site in 2007.

6. Medieval town of Gruyeres,
Fribourg

The Medieval town of Gruyeéres lies at the foot of the
Pre-Alps in the canton of Fribourg, it is the home to
the finest Swiss cheese and chocolate. The pedestrian
zone, the cobblestones and the fountain invite you to
take a pleasant walk. The medieval town has given
its name to the region of La Gruyere and to its tasty
cheese. The main street that runs through the center
of town is a whopping 300 meters long, so you can
walk from one end to the other in just a matter of
minutes. It’s a short but beautiful walk, especially
with the views of green rolling hills and mountains
that surround the town of Gruyeres.

This is also a town of culture, four museums:

The Chateau de Gruyeres: which dominates the town
has an history back in 13th century, this is one of the
most famous castles in Switzerland. The stained-glass
windows are lovely and the views from the castle are
amazing. The Museum and Bar of the artist H.R. Giger,
which presents the fantastic works of the creator of
Alien, the Tibet Museum, and the Maison du Gruyeére.

A city of gastronomy, numerous traditional and cozy
restaurants serve the legendary specialties of the

region: fondues, rostis, chalet soup, alpine macaroni
or the Bénichon menu.

This is a town that has been preserved over the years,
named "the most beautiful village in French-speaking
Switzerland in 2014" and one of the "Best Tourism
Villages" in 2021.

/. Ponte Dei Salti, Verzasca
Valley and Lavertezzo, Ticino

The bridge "Ponte Dei Salti " which means "jump
bridge" crosses the Verzasca river in Lavertezzo and
is a typical medieval construction made of stone,

it looks like something right out of a fairytale, this
double-arched bridge that spans a crystal clear,
aquamarine river. It is in the Verzasca Valley in
southern Switzerland. After its partial destruction
occurred in 1868 it has been reconstructed in 1960.
Close to the bridge you can admire a Chapel from the
18 centuries.

The water in the Verzasca River is snow melt from the
nearby Alps. There are numerous warnings posted
about hypothermia, so this river is best for quick

dips to cool off, rather than long, leisurely soaks in

the water. The water current can also be very strong.
There are several sections that are safe for swimming,
but be aware of fast, strong currents. Take notice of
the warning signs that are frequently posted along the
river.

The river water is a crystal-clear aquamarine color.
This is also a popular spot for scuba diving. For a
really daring person the jump into the river from
the bridge like the names says "Ponte dei Salti" is a
marvelous experience. Ponte dei Salti is the starting
point for numerous hikes in the area.

The two arches have spans of 14 m each. The footpath
follows the shape of the arches, less to give the bridge
an elegant appearance than to save stonework and

at the same time to keep the weight bearing down

on the arches low. The footpath on the bridge is just
wide enough for two people to pass each other. The
parapet walls are only knee-high. The height of the
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bridge above the river depends on the water level

at any given time, but is usually also about 14 m.
Under the bridge, the Verzasca forms a basin up to

9 metres deep and about 120 metres long, which is
very popular with water sports enthusiasts. Together
with the clear water, the granite rocks polished by
the river form a special visual experience both below
and above the water surface. This is why the Ponte
dei Salti is one of the best-known and most popular
diving spots in the Verzasca Valley

3. Senda dil Dragun, treetop
walkway, Laax, Grisons

This is the longest treetop walkway in the world. The
1.5 KM long walkway, at a height of up to 28 meters.
This gives visitors the opportunity to get to know the
world of trees and the impressive Grisons Mountain
scenery from a new perspective. The treetop walkway
offers an unforgettable experience for the whole
family, whatever their age. While negotiating the
walkway, visitors can experience the tranquility of
the forest, listen to birdsong, and discover the secrets
of nature. The surroundings will stimulate all the
senses and allow guests to encounter the Laax forest
at an entirely new level.

The five adventure areas will allow visitors to learn
interesting facts about the regional flora and fauna,
geology, agriculture, and human settlements. On the
four platforms with seating, visitors to the forest can
also enjoy the far-reaching views of the mountain
panorama. A 73-metre-long slide awaits younger
guests at the entrance tower in Murschetg, something
that’s sure to make children’s hearts beat faster.

In winter, the “Senda dil Dragun” is transformed

into a “winter wonderland” and is a unique way to
experience nature at this time of year as well. At the
entry tower in Murschetg, a 73 m long spiral slide.
Hurtling down the longest slide in Laax while sitting
on a mat is certain to be another highlight, but it’s not
just for kids!

The "Senda dil Dragun" in the local Romansh language
stands for “Path of The Dragon”, this is about the
dragon woman Spurflonda and her friends and the
magician Ami Sabi.

The treetop path connects two districts: Laax
Murschetg and Laax Dorf. In keeping with the
ecological and sustainable spirit of Flims Laax Falera,
the trail, which is perched in the tree canopy between
2 and 28 meters above ground, was built entirely
from wood from regionally sourced wood. It has been
designed to blend in with the surrounding nature and
to have the least possible impact on the environment
(e.g., to cut down as little vegetation as possible
during its construction). On the Senda dil Dragun,

38 nature boards now provide information about
native animals, plants and tree types in German and
English and Ratoromanisch. Not only can you learn
all kinds of things about nature around the tree-top
walk, but you can also improve your knowledge of
Réatoromanisch.

9. sentier du Creux du Van,
Neuchatel

"Creux du Van", a natural rock arena of immense
proportions, is located at the border of the cantons of
Neuchéatel Vaud. Impressive 160-meter-high vertical
rock faces surround a four kilometer long and over
one-kilometer-wide valley basin.
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First the glaciers, then the brooks have shaped the
breathtaking rock formation from the 200-million-
year-old lime deposits of a prehistoric ocean. The
steep rock faces afford detailed insight into the
geology of the Jurassic folding. One must climb
exactly 725 meters to find yourself standing in the
middle of an arena of superlatives. This natural
amphitheater has a diameter of one kilometer and is
the result of constant erosion by water and ice.



The regional climate of the "Creux du Van" is
exceptional and unusual - there are forests and
arctic-alpine flora in the rock arena. Chamois, ibex,
lynx and numerous other wild animals inhabit

the pristine natural landscape, which is protected
through the existence of a 25 square kilometer nature
reserve. A spring, the "Fontaine Froide", has its source
in the middle of a sinkhole. This spring's water is
four degrees Celsius throughout the year. Creux

du Van is in Val-de-Travers, which also produces a
renowned Swiss speciality: absinthe.

Trift Bridge, Gadmen, Berne

The Trift Bridge is a pedestrian-only suspension bridge
in the Swiss Alps. The bridge is a simple suspension
bridge design spanning 170 meters at a height of 100
meters. Inspired by the Nepalese high wire bridges, it

is made of thick steel cables and sturdy wooden planks
bolted together tightly. The beauty of its architecture lies
in its simplicity.

The Trift Bridge spans the lake, Triftsee, near Gadmen,
an area that receives approximately 20,000 visitors per
year to see the Trift Glacier. An earlier bridge was built
in 2004, as the glacier was no longer high enough to

take visitors to the Trift Hut of the Swiss Alpine Club.

A replacement bridge was opened on 12 June 2009.

The project team was able to build the new bridge in a
record time of only 6 weeks. Working in this very special
place required a great deal of courage and a sense of
adventure. It is one of the longest and highest pedestrian
bridges in the Alps. The old bridge stands today in the
canton of Uri with the name Salbitbriicke. The bridge
and a cable car system were built by a power company
to allow their workers to access hydroelectric works that
they had built below the Trift Glacier. A few years ago
the power company upgraded the cable car system and
bridge, and opened them to the public.

Reaching the bridge requires taking a cable car in
Meiringen, followed by a gondola. Finally, a difficult
1.5-hour uphill hike leads to the bridge. The Triftbahn
takes you on an adventurous trip across the Trift
gorge to the glacier valley of the same name. After
getting out of the cable car, the hike starts. Signs will
tell you the way. There is a steep, but still okay, uphill

Introduction

Our heart is one of the most important organs and

is responsible for pumping blood to all parts of the
human body. It is a muscular organ located in the
chest and is roughly the size of a clenched fist. It beats
about 100,000 times a day! The heart is made up of
four chambers: the left and right atria and the left
and right ventricles. The function of the heart is to
pump oxygen-rich blood to the body's organs and to
pump oxygen-depleted blood back to the lungs for
oxygenation. The heart achieves this function through
a series of coordinated contractions and relaxations
of its four chambers, known as the cardiac cycle.

The cardiac cycle consists of two phases: systole

and diastole. During systole, the heart's chambers
contract, pushing blood out of the heart into the
arteries. During diastole, the heart's chambers relax,
allowing blood to flow into the heart from the veins
(see Figure 1).

Heart Diseases and Diagnosis

Despite its importance, the heart is susceptible to a
variety of diseases and conditions that can affect its
function. Some of the most common heart diseases
include coronary artery disease (e.g. heart attack),
heart failure, arrhythmias, and valve problems.
Coronary artery disease occurs when the arteries

that supply blood to the heart become narrow or
clogged, reducing the amount of oxygen and nutrients
reaching the heart. This can lead to chest pain, heart
attack, or death.

Heart disease is a leading cause of death globally,
making its early detection crucial for preventing



serious health complications. Detecting
heart disease involves several methods,
including medical history, physical
examination, and diagnostic tests.

Medical history is the first step in
detecting heart disease. A patient’s
medical history includes information
about their family history of heart
disease, lifestyle habits, and symptoms.
Family history of heart disease can
increase the risk of developing the
condition (e.g. the risk of a heart attack
is higher if parents or siblings suffered
a heart attack early in their lives).
Lifestyle habits, such as smoking, a
sedentary lifestyle, high cholesterol,
diabetes (sugar), high blood pressure,
stress, and an unhealthy diet, can

also increase the risk of heart disease.
Symptoms of heart disease include
chest pain, shortness of breath, fatigue,
and dizziness. However, symptoms can vary among
patients.

Physical examination is the next step in detecting
heart disease. During a physical examination, a
doctor may listen to the patient’s heart and lungs for
abnormal sounds or rhythms. They may also check

for swelling in the legs, feet, or abdomen, which
can be a sign of heart failure. Blood pressure is also
measured as high blood pressure can increase the
risk of heart disease.

Diagnostic tests are used to confirm the presence of
heart disease. These tests include electrocardiogram
(ECG), echocardiogram, cardiac computed
tomography (CCT), a variety of stress tests (including
cardiac MRI, stress echocardiography and nuclear
cardiology exams), and cardiac catheterization. An
ECG records the electrical activity of the heart and
can detect abnormal rhythms. An echocardiogram
uses sound waves to create images of the heart and
can detect structural abnormalities.

One of the most important test to assess coronary
artery disease at an early stage is a cardiac CT (see
Figure 2).

Heart attack

Heart attack, also known as myocardial infarction,
occurs when the blood supply to a part of the heart is
blocked, causing damage to the heart muscle

(Figure 3).

usually by a blood clot. This can cause damage to

the heart muscle, and in severe cases, it can lead to
death. The symptoms of a heart attack can vary from
person to person, but commonly include chest pain
or discomfort, shortness of breath, sweating, nausea,
and lightheadedness. Symptoms of a heart attack can
be different for men and women. It is important to
note that not all heart attacks present with severe
chest pain, and some may have only mild symptoms
or no symptoms at all.

If you suspect that you or someone else is having

a heart attack, it is important to seek immediate
medical attention. Call emergency services (in
Switzerland: call 144) or go to the nearest hospital as
soon as possible. Time is crucial in the treatment of
a heart attack, and delaying treatment can increase
the risk of complications and reduce the chances of
survival.

Treatment of a heart attack

In the hospital, treatment for a heart attack typically
involves restoring blood flow to the affected area

of the heart. For that, a cardiac catheterization is
performed. It involves inserting a catheter into the
heart to detect blockages in the coronary arteries. The
procedure may include an angioplasty (a procedure
where a balloon is inserted into the artery and
dilated to remove the blockage) and usually a stent is
placed to open up the blocked artery. Rehabilitation
and lifestyle changes are also an important part of
recovery after a heart attack.

Risk factors for heart attack include smoking, high
blood pressure, high cholesterol, diabetes, obesity,
and a family history of heart disease. Making
lifestyle changes such as quitting smoking, exercising
regularly (ideally at least 3 times a week for 30
minutes), maintaining a healthy diet, and managing
chronic conditions can help reduce the risk of a heart
attack.

Taxes are most commonly classified as Direct

and Indirect Taxes and is based on who bears the
ultimate burden of tax payment, who pays the taxes
etc. Income tax is a Direct Tax and GST is an Indirect
Tax. The scope of this article is restricted to a brief
overview on Income Tax of NRI individuals.

Taxation of Non-Resident Indians

Complying with tax laws has always been a tricky
affair.

Income taxes are commonly levied, with certain
exceptions, on the net income of tax payer in
excess of the stipulated income. NRIs find it very
challenging to manage their taxes in India. Some of
the taxation complexities involving NRI’s include
Double Taxation, Excess TDS deductions, unclaimed
refunds etc. NRIs understand very little about Indian
tax laws and it is not practically possible for an NRI
to understand every tax provision because of the
countless number of provisions with complexities
involved in the Indian tax laws. Every NRI must be
aware of some basic concepts of Indian Income Tax
matters to manage their taxes in a better manner.

To bring more clarity, it is important to understand
certain basic definitions as per Income Tax Act,
19610f some terms used in this Article.



1) Resident: The Income Tax Act does not expressly

define a non-resident but instead defines a
resident.

An Individual is resident of India if he / she:has
stayed in India for at least 182 days during the
financial year; or has stayed in India for 60 days
or more during the relevant financial year and
365 days or more during the preceding four years.

If an individual is not meeting the above
conditions, he / she will be considered a non-
resident. Hence a Non-Resident Indian (NRI) is an
individual who is a Citizen of India or a Person of
Indian Origin (PIO) and who is not a resident as
per the provision of Income Tax Act.

Amendment in the definition of NRI as
per Income Tax:Income Tax Amendment
of 2020 is for NRI's whose taxable income in India
exceeds Rs 15 Lakhs.

Amended criteria are as follows:

If the individual is in India for at least 120 days
(compared to the 182 days mentioned above) in
the financial year; and

If the individual is in India for at least 365 days
during the last 4 years preceding the financial
year.

If the amended criteria is satisfied, then the
individual will be treated as a Resident.

2) Financial Year: The period between April 01 and

March 31 in which the income is earned by the
individual. Also known as the “Previous Year
(PY)”.

3) Person of Indian Origin (PIO): A person is deemed

to be a person of Indian Origin if he or either of
his parents or any of his grandparents was born
in undivided India.

4) Double Tax Avoidance Agreement (DTAA): Treaty

between countries to avoid paying double taxes.

5) Capital Gains: Profit or gains arising from transfer

of a capital asset.

6) Capital Asset: Capital Assets include

Any kind of property held by an individual,
whether or connected with his/her business or
profession. However, the following items are
excluded from the definition of “capital asset”

Any stock-in-trade, consumable stores or raw
materials held for the purposes of his business or
profession;

Personal effects, that is, movable property
(including wearing apparel and furniture) held
for personal use by the individual or any member
of his family dependent on him, but excludes
Jewellery,Archaeological collections,Drawings,Pai

ntings,Sculptures; or Any work of art,Agricultural
land in land with certain exceptions

7) Short Term Capital Asset and Long-Term Capital

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Categories of Income

Income Tax classifies the Income
under Five heads of Income

1. Income from Salary: Taxable
only if the NRI renders the services
in India with the exception of an
NRI being a citizen of India and is
employed by Government of India.

2. Income from House
Property: Any income which
arises from any property in India
whether movable, immovable,
tangible or intangible will be
deemed to accrue or arise in India
and is taxable in India.

E.g.: Rental Income from Property -
Rent from House property situated
in India will be calculated in the
same manner as applicable to
residents. However, any person
responsible to pay rent or lease
charges to NRI is liable to deduct
income tax (TDS) of @30% and
applicable cess from the rent /
lease charges before making the
net rental/lease payment

3. Income from Business or
Profession: Any income from
business or profession controlled
or set up in India is taxable in the
hands of a non-resident.

. Income from Capital

Gains: Capital gain arising
from the transfer of a capital
asset situated in India is
taxable in the hands of a NRI.

The taxability of capital gains
depends on the nature of gain ie
whether short term or long term
and to determine the taxability,
the capital gains are classified into
short term capital gain and long
term capital gain. It is worthwhile
to note that the sale / transfer of
immovable property situated in
India by NRI’s attract Capital Gains
tax in India. The tax provisions do
allow for certain deductions which
can reduce the tax liability.

Tax Deducted at Source
(TDS) provisions related

to transfer of immovable
property: Whenever any
immovable property is purchased
/ sold, Income tax (TDS) needs

to be deducted. Before making
the payment to the seller of

the property, the buyer needs to deduct tax at the prescribed rates and the
remaining amount is paid to the seller. The liability to remit the deducted
tax (TDS) to the Income tax department lies with the buyer of the property.
The amount of tax to be deducted by the purchaser would depend on the
residential status of the seller.

* In case the seller is a resident Indian - Tax to be deducted is at 1% of Sale
Price which is over and above 50lakhs

* In case the seller is a NRI - Tax to be deducted would depend on the quantum
of money received by the seller:

It is advisable to mention the

TDS details in the Property Sale
Agreement. Registrar is not
responsible for ensuring the TDS
deduction. The responsibility of
the Registrar is to register the Sale
Agreement and not to ensure the
TDS is deducted or not.

Key Steps in TDS Compliance with
respect to Transfer of Immovable
Property

1. If the property is purchased
from an NRI, the buyer should
obtain Tax Deduction / Collection
Account Number (TAN). However,
the buyer need not obtain a
TAN number if the property is

purchased from a Resident Indian.

2. If the buyer is required to have
a TAN Number and does not

is a mandatory requirement before
deducting TDS.

. The TDS deducted by the buyer shall

be deposited with the Income Tax
Dept within 7 days from the end
of the month in which the TDS has
been deducted.

. This TDS needs to be deposited

along with Challan No./ ITNS 281
and can be deposited either through
online mode or through various
bank branches.

. After the deposit of TDS, the buyer is

required to furnish a TDS Return in
Form 27Q.

. After the deposit of TDS and filing

of TDS Return, the buyer is required
to furnish Form 16A to the seller of

property.

It is important to
note here that in case there are

Inheritance Property

There is no capital gain if the property
is transferred through inheritance.
However, any income generated out of
these inherited assets will be taxable in
the hands of a non-resident.




If the Non -resident transfers/sells
the inherited property then the
capital gain will be taxable in his/
her hands. For this purpose, the cost
of acquisition of the previous owner
is taken as the cost of acquisition for
non-resident.

Gift Property

If any immovable property is
received by NRI as a gift without
consideration, the stamp duty value
of such property will be taxable if the
value exceeds INR 50,000.

In case the immovable property is
received for inadequate consideration
then the difference between stamp
duty value and consideration paid
will be taxable in the hands of the
Non-Resident if the difference is more
than the higher of INR 50,000 or 10%
of the consideration paid.

5. Income from Other
Sources:

Interest received on Fixed Deposit(s),
Savings Bank Account, NRO (non-
resident ordinary accounts), etc. from
any bank(s) in India are fully taxable.
However, Interest received from an
NRE account is exempt from tax.

Dividend paid by an Indian company
in India or outside India is taxable in
the hands of NRI

Eligible Investments |/
Expenditures for reducing tax
liability

NRI’s can reduce their tax liability

by making eligible investment /
expenditure. Section 80C and 80D of
the Income Tax Act prescribes the
eligibility criteria .

e Section 80C allows the taxpayers to
reduce taxable income by making
tax savings investments / eligible
expenditure. The maximum
deduction allowable under this
section is Rs 1,50,000 per year.
Some of the eligible investments
| expenditures include payment
of life insurance premium,
principal repayment of home
loan, investment in Equity Linked
Savings Schemes (ELSS), etc.

* Section 80D allows a deduction for
the premium paid towards health
insurance or payments towards

preventive health check-up. The
amount of deduction varies from
Rs 25,000 to Rs 100,000 depending
on the age of the tax payer and
the dependents who are covered
under the insurance.

Filing of Income Tax Returns by
NRTI’s

NRI’s are required to file the Income
Tax Return if the total income
received / receivable from India for
a financial year exceeds the basic
exemption limit of Rs 250,000. The
basic exemption limit is calculated
before claiming any deductions and
tax exemptions.

If an NRI satisfies the following
conditions, he/she need not file his/
her return of income:

His total income consists only of
investment income or income by way
of long-term capital gains or both;
and TDS has been deducted from
such income.

However, NRI has to file the tax
return even if the total income does
not exceed the basic exemption limit
if:Any TDS is deducted from his
income and to claim the refund of the
TDS

Due date of filing the Income
Tax Return

Due date of filing the Income tax
Return is 31st July of every year after
the financial year.

If the accounts are required to be
audited, the due date is 31st October
of every year after the financial year.

Last date of filing belated or revised
tax return is 31st December of every
year after the end of the financial
year with fine and penalty, if
applicable.

Double Taxation Avoidance
Agreement (DTAA):

India has DTAA with more than
Eighty Countries and DTAA is a tax
treaty si i 143
y signed between India and the
other country(ies) to avoid paying
double taxes on the income of an
individual earned from the source
country as well as the residence
country. The instances of double
taxation may occur if one is subject
to income tax on the same income
in more than one country. If an
individual aims to do business in a
foreign country, he may pay income
taxes in both countries (country in
which the income is earned and the
country in which the individual holds
his citizenship or residence).

Benefits of DTAA include:Lower
withholding taxes (TDS),Tax
Credits,Tax Exemptions

FEMA REGULATIONS

Foreign Exchange
Management Act (FEMA):

The Foreign Exchange Management
Act (FEMA) is a law enacted by the
Government of India in 1999 to
control the flow of foreign currency
across Indian borders. FEMA is a
regulatory mechanism that enables
the Central Government to implement
rules and Reserve Bank of India to
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implement regulations. A general
awareness of the FEMA regulations
and the international transfer of
funds is highly advisable for NRI's or
PIO.

Type of Bank Accounts:

NRIs are eligible to open the below
mentioned accounts in Indian
Currency:

* NRE (Non-Resident External)
Account; or

* NRO (Non-Resident Ordinary)
Account

They can also open FCNR (B) deposits,
denominated in specified foreign
currencies.

NRE account is intended to receive
the funds from the overseas
country(ies) where the NRI is
generating income. The interest
earned by NRIs on NRE accounts and
FCNR (B) deposits are exempt from
income tax

However, NRO account can also be
used to receive domestic credit locally
from India. The interest earned

on NRO accounts are subject to tax
and banks are liable to deduct TDS on
the interest income, subject to certain
conditions

Repatriation of Funds:

Repatriation is the process of
transferring money from your NRI
Bank Accounts (NRE, NRO & FCNR) to
your overseas/foreign Bank Accounts.
There is no restriction in transferring
the amount lying in the FCNR and
NRE accounts. The funds can be
transferred from NRE / FCNR Account
to Overseas account either through
online mode (eg: Internet banking)
or through offline mode by visiting
the respective Bank branches and
making necessary applications.

However, there are certain
restrictions with respect to overseas
funds transfer from an NRO Account
and some of the restrictions in
transferring the funds from an NRO
Account are mentioned hereunder:

a. Taxes have to be paid in advance
(TDS Provisions) before the
overseas transfer is initiated

b. Repatriation of funds from the sale
of any moveable or immovable

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assets in India is limited to USD 1
million per financial year and the
unutilized limit of USD 1 million
of any financial year cannot be
carried forward to the following
year(s).

c. Taxes have to be paid before
repatriation of funds from the
income from inheritances, rent
from property holdings or sale of
any property held in India.

In some cases like medical
emergencies, overseas education,
purchase of immovable property
in the country where the

NRI is residing, RBI provides
explicit approvals to exceed the
repatriation limits.

Tax Compliance with respect
to Overseas Funds Transfer:

For transferring funds from NRO
account following documents need to
be submitted to the respective Bank
(in India) where the NRI is holding
the account.

Form 15CA -The purpose of this
document is to ensure that taxes are
collected on the funds before they
are remitted abroad as it becomes
difficult to recover the taxes at a
later stage. The form is available in
the Income tax login page of the NRI
where he is registered with his PAN.

Form 15CB (Certificate of

a Chartered Accountant) The
Accountant fills the form and shares
it directly with the NRI or with the
Bank. This form is not necessary for

all transactions as the applicability of
this form arises only if there is any
tax liability involved

Another form is FormA2 which is a
request form from the Bank which
needs to be duly filled by the NRI and
submitted to the bank.

Note: The terminology of the

bank forms may change for each
bank and there can be additional
documentation involved based on the
type of transaction / bank involved.

Other regulations under
FEMA with respect to NRI:

can buy both residential and
commercial properties in India.
However, they cannot buy any
Agricultural Land, Farmhouse or
Plantation property. They can only be
inherited or received as gifts.

NRIs are permitted an unlimited
amount of investment options
through repatriable and non-
repatriable transactions. However,
as per the FEMA regulations, they
cannot make investments in small
saving or Public Provident Fund (PPF)
schemes of the government.

It is advisable to have a basic
awareness of the Indian Income

tax provisions and overseas funds
transfer regulations by NRI's and
PIO’s. This can improve the ability
of the NRI in their tax planning in

a better manner. Further, proper
planning of the banking account
management will ease the burden in
the complexities involved with the
overseas funds transfer.

Though real estate was a preferred investment
avenue previously, but not now, considering the
complexities, paperwork involved, high TDS tax
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profitability of listed
Indian companies
thereby creating greater
shareholder value and
investment returns.
Mutual Funds invest- ing
in these companies are
also expected to generate
superior returns than

rates while selling, low liquidity and difficulty to find
a buyer. Mostly, the real estate returns in the last
decade are low. Also, another important chal- lenge
for the Kerala market is the unexpected floods, land-
slides and unfavourable geographical and climatic
changes in the last couple of years.

3. Guaranteed Products

For someone who is happy with 6 to 7 % guaranteed
post tax returns, this a good choice. This kind of
products will be able to lock in the current interest
rates for the next 20 to 30 years so that inves- tor need
not worry about interest rates coming down in the
future and insulate one's portfolio from any reinvest-
ment risks.

4. Crypto Currencies/Bitcoin

Crypto currencies are not all a recommended
avenue as it a basically a speculative avenue with no
fundamental value. They are not approved/regulated
by Reserve bank of India and finance ministry. It is
highly risky and volatile investment option and has
lost around 50% of its value in the last one year.
